Changing COMM Ports on the 1203-USB in Win XP
This is the procedure to change your comm port number if the assigned port number is greater than 8, the highest number in Drive Explorer.

Step 1 Get into the Device manager 

Right click on My Computer and select Properties.
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Select the Hardware tab
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Select Device Manager and click on the ports (COM & LPT) selection
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Find the 1203-USB device right click on it and select properties:
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Select the Port Settings tab:
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Click Advanced.
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Click on the COM Port Number list box
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Pick a port number less than or equal to eight. Note some ports will be labeled (in use) even though nothing is connected to them. If you know that there is no actual device on a port you can select it anyway. (You can tell by noting the ports with assigned devices in the Device Manager.) In the above example I selected port 4 since there is no serial device on that port number. This brings up a warning message.
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Ignore the warning and select Yes. The new settings become:
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
