


Purpose:





This bulletin is intended to inform the field of changes with the low side float ball assembly replacement part.





Information:





Many of the original machines have the 17FA105-224 float ball assembly installed as part of the low side float.   The original assembly included the arm and float ball with a damper plate.  This damper plate was welded in place on the float ball.  On rare occasions, the heat from the weld operation caused tiny pin hole leaks in the ball at the weld site resulting in liquid refrigerant entering the ball and the assembly sinking during operation.  From testing on other machines, it was determined that the damper plate was not required and was removed from the assembly.  Replacement parts produced after April 1994, or machines shipped after May 1994, will not have the damper plate installed.   
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
