





Purpose:





To inform the field of a change to the thrust shoe assembly 19DA23-203 for the 19XL/XLT compressors.








Information:





At least one thrust bearing failure was found to be caused by thrust shoes that did not “float” once assembled into the thrust bearing assembly.  A dimensional analysis was performed on the parts and the assembly.  It was found that if the tolerance for the hole depth in the back of the shoe was to the higher limit of the depth dimension, the shoe could bottom out in the assembly.  This would not allow the shoe to float and distribute the load evenly across the bearing face.





When performing routine inspection of the machine, check the thrust bearing assembly to be sure that the thrust shoes float when installed.  If they do not, replace them.





As of week 48 of 1997 (November 28, 1997), the revised shoe has been shipping from the vendor.  
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
